Hose

The hose is attached to the tube handle by means of the
plastic hose coupling.

Tube Handle

The steel tube handle is a one-piece design.

To install on Power Head: 1) Slide large plastic ring #27
and small fixing ring #28 onto straight end of tube handle.
2) Push end of tube handle into swivel joint #29. 3) Slide
both rings down tube handle and tighten threads onto
swivel joint.

Cord

Attach cord to the tube handie and the hose with the rub-

ber straps provided in the box. Wrap cord loosely around
hose to adjust the cord length,

OPERATION

Ensure switch of the vacuum source is in the OFF posi-
tion. Attach cord of the Power Head to electric outlet of
vacuum source, making sure current is the same as that
which machine is designed to operate on. Turm ON
vacuum source to start cleaning.
