This machine is for use on a nominal 120-volt circuit and
has a grounding plug that looks like the plug illustrated
in figure A (Figure A.)

A temporary adapier thal looks like the adapter lllustrated
in Figure B may be used to connect this plug 1o a 2-pole
receplacle as shown below If a properly grounded outlet
is not available.

The temporary adapter should be used only until a prop-
erty grounded outiet (FigureA) can be instalied by a quali-
fied electrician. The green colored rigid ear, lug, ground-
ing clip or the like extending from the adapter must be
connected to a permanent ground such as a properly
grounded outiel box cover. Whenever the adapter is
usad, it must be held in place by a METAL screw.

Figure C Machine used on 230-volt may or may not have
the grounding (earthed) plug attached 1o the cord. For
U.S.A. 230-volt, 8B0HZ, the plug is already supplied with
cond. For use oulside the U.5.A,, it may be up to the
purchaser 1o have a proper grounding (earthed) plug

attached.

Always use a propefty grounded 3-wire extension cord
which has male and female plugs. Use only 14-3 SITWA
type extension cords 10 a maximum length of 150 feet.

Check nameplate on machine 1o be sure voltage and
cycle stated on nameplate is the same as voltage and
cycle ol electrical outiet. DO NOT atternpt to plug a 115
volt machine into a 230 volt outiet or a 230 volt machine
inta a 115 volt outial,

TREATMENT METHODS

First: Remove excess material by blotting to absorb liquids or by scraping with a dull edge (butter knife).
Second: Clean the remaining stain as directed by the chart. Always follow directions on the container. Apply
cleaning material directly to stain (avoid overwetting the carpet or upholstery), then remove the loosened stain
matenal with a white absorbent cloth or tissue.

Third: When the carpet is dry, gently brush the carpet pile 10 restore appearance.

NOTE: Treat unknown stains with a volatile solvent first and follow with other agents as required. if you are
uncertain of the effect of the cleaning agent on the carpet fiber or dye, test first on an inconspicuous area.
